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When using a compatible motherboard (EAC230904165/EAC230904166) to replace the previous
motherboard, please follow the steps below for setup:

Step 1: Power off the outdoor unit and disconnect the power source. Wait for at least 30 seconds to
ensure the discharge of any residual electricity on the motherboard before proceeding with the
following operations.

Step 2: Remove the cables and screws from the original motherboard and remove the original
motherboard. (Make sure to keep the 6 installation screws that were removed for future use)

Step 3: Reconnect the cables and fix the motherboard. Make sure the wiring is correct. Note that the
screws in the red and blue frames are different, do not mix the screws.

Step 4: Please proceed with the appropriate settings based on the installed series or model:
