3. Replace the new PCB board, see Figure 2.

4. Add the grey wire to motor wire set, and adjust the wire of
1/2/3/4/5 according to SCHEMATIC DIAGRAM, see
Figure 3.

5. Add the Coil Sensor to PCB and Coil, see Figure 4.

6. Connect all wires to PCB according to the SCHEMATIC
DIAGRAM, see Figure 5.

7. Check the dip switch position, see Figure 6.
